M. Herbert Arnstrong knew a man who owned some sixty-five
i mportant corporations and was the |argest stockhol der of United
States Steel Corporation -- a man worth many mllions. But was
this man happy? He confided to M. Arnstrong the exact opposite.
He exclaimed in a nonent of bitter self-introspection, "VWHY has
God cursed nme so?" He felt under a gigantic CURSE. Despite his
mllions, his life was one of m sery!

These two exanpl es show that noney al one does not constitute
true success! Yet nost people today think of success in terns of
a person's earning power, his wage scale, or attaining a high
position in industry or business.

O hers adul ate novie stars. Haven't they achi eved dazzling
hei ghts of success? \What about the "sex synmbol" of the 1950s --
Marilyn Monroe? Her nane was on every theater marquee. She was
wor shi pped by mllions of adoring fans. Wasn't she what you woul d
have to call successful ?

Yet Marilyn ended her life a wetched, unhappy SU Cl DE

Al as, fane and fortune did not bring Marilyn Mnroe | asting,
true success! Her life was like a neteor -- it blazed across the
heavens brilliantly, for a quick nonent, and then burned out into
i nky darkness.

He ruled with an iron hand. But today, his very nmenory is cursed
by officials in Russia.

Hs own
nati on turned against himand blotted his nane fromits history
books -- except where nmentioned unfavorably. Wuld you cal

then i ndeed he was.

Htler "succeeded" to a degree -- in gaining great power and
aut hority. But he FAILED when the basic test canme -- when it cane
to being a MAN

The "Rat Race"

M1lions today have entered the chase for "success." They
are striving with all their mght and energy to "clinb the | adder
of success." They are engaged in a titanic "RAT RACE, " to achieve
weal th, glory, fame and fortune. And in doing so, they have
candidly admitted that they cheat and "play dirty" in order to
get ahead.

The busi ness world has been conpared to a jungle of cut-

t hroat, dog-eat-dog conpetition. A comopn sayi ng anong
busi nessnmen, as well as athletes today is: "N ce guys finish
ast. "

But the "success" of this world is not l[asting. Those who
cut sonebody down to get ahead are cut down thensel ves by
younger, brighter individuals rising in their conmpany! \Wat has
been said of kings is also true of business | eaders today:
"Uneasy lies the head that wears the crown.”

In sports, too, success is not |asting. One of the greatest
athletes of all time was an Anmerican |Indian naned Ji m Thorpe. He
broke football records right and left. He was virtually a one-nman
track teamfor his college. In the 1912 Wrld A ynpics in Sweden
he won both the pentathlon and the decathlon -- the only man to
ever win both events! He becane fanous. His nane was glorious in
the sports world.

But shortly thereafter, Jim Thorpe's nane was erased from
the A ynmpic record books. It was di scovered that he had accepted
money in 1909 for playing baseball, disqualifying himas an
"amateur." His glory quickly vanished. He was conpelled to return
his trophies. Years later Jim Thorpe was di scovered working with
a pick and shovel for $4 a day. H's second wi fe divorced himfor
"excessive drinking." H's short-lived glory did not last -- it
did not endure.

Was Babe Ruth, the great baseball slugger, really
successful ? Sone of his records still stand today. But the npst
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menor abl e record he set, of hitting the nost hone runs in a
singl e season, was finally broken -- and it is probably only a
matter of tine before the rest fall too. But very few today
renenber what Babe Ruth was like. H's tenporary fame did not keep
him from bei ng an extravagant spender and debt-ridden throughout
years of his life. Few today renenber "The King of Cout," or
"The Sultan of Swat" -- the greatest baseball slugger of al

time! He died of cancer in 1948.

The O her Side of the Coin

Looki ng at the record of "success” in this world, mllions
of young peopl e are di senchanted. They have turned agai nst the
"rat race" and "keeping up with the Joneses." They have rejected
this world' s values. They have turned to drugs for their brand of
"success. "

H ppies loll about al nost everywhere, snoking pot, dropping
acid (LSD), gulping pills or shooting nethadrine. Have they found
true success?

Take a good close look at their lives. Anong the hippies
venereal diseases are catastrophic. Free sex and free drugs have
led to warped personalities, sick bodies, wenched m nds. The
"peace" they proclaimis far fromthem Their "love" has turned
into a nightmare of gonorrhea, syphilis, drug abuse and soneti nes
mur der !

Clearly, the hippie brand of success is no success at all

A World of FAILURE

The World Health Organi zation estimtes that 1,000 people
around the world take their own lives -- in suicide -- EVERY DAY
These hopel ess and frustrated peopl e have given up on life. They
bel i eved success for them was inpossible.

In the world, nations conpete with nations. Races are
di vided agai nst races. A gigantic arns race is under way. The
United States and Russia both have enough nucl ear weapons to
destroy all mankind MANY Tl MES OVER

There is also the nmenace of gl obal POLLUTION -- sick air
sick waters, and refuse-laden [and. Wrld contam nati on by potent
i nsecticides and herbicides threatens the extinction of severa
species of birds and fish -- and eventually man hinsel f!

Concurrent with the pollution crisis, mankind is in danger
of POPULATI NG hi nsel f out of existence. The popul ati on expl osi on
threatens to DWARF ALL OTHER PROBLEMS facing the world.

Isn't it about tinme, therefore, that we turned to the
Creator God who nmade us, and asked H m what success really is,
and HOWwe may attain it?

VWhat does Al mighty God have to say about success?

You may be surprised at the answer!

LESSON 57
What Success |s NOT

In the book of Ecclesiastes, King Sol omon expl ai ns how he
sought "success." He sought weal th, happiness, pleasure, brinful
and heaped up. He was the weal thiest man who ever lived -- no
doubt a multi-billionaire, by today's standards.

Sol onon, as this world would look at it, really had it
"made" !

1. Did Sol omon build great houses and plant vast gardens and
farms for hinmself? Eccl. 2:4-6.

2. Did he possess vast herds of cattle and own many
servants? Verse 7. Did he have nmuch silver and gold? Verse 8. Dd
he have both nusicians and singers -- whatever his heart desired?
Verses 8-10.

3. In spite of all these nmarvel ous possessions, did Sol onon
feel they brought himgood success -- did they make hi m TRULY
happy? Verse 11.

COMMENT: Rich old King Sol onmon "had it all." He was the
greatest "playboy" of themall! He had 300 wi ves and 700
m stresses, called concubi nes. He probably had nore gold than
Fort Knox!

But was Sol onon satisfied and happy because of all these
possessions? Did they really "satisfy"?

No! But tragically, mllions today are searching for
happi ness and success by follow ng the sane route. Sol onpbn's
experi ence means NOTHI NG to them They have to prove to
t hensel ves that material pleasures and "things" don't bring
happi ness.

M1lions today believe that "HAPPINESS I S" havi ng 30% nore
yearly incone; "happiness is" a new car; "happiness is" a
beautiful yacht or speedboat cruising a placid cobalt-blue |ake;
"happi ness is" owning a mllion-dollar estate, or a $100, 000 hone
in Beverly Hlls conplete with curvaceous sw mm ng pool and a



covey of assorted beautiful wonen!

That's what mllions believe. They haven't |earned the
| esson that was finally inpressed upon old King Sol onon!

WHAT ABQUT YOU?

VWhat is YOUR goal in |ife? The acquisition of nore and nore
material things? A color TV? A stereo Hi-Fi ? Wiatever it is, do
you think it will REALLY satisfy?

4. \What did Jesus Christ say about possessing great
abundance of material things? Luke 12:15.

5. Shoul d rel axi ng, eating, drinking, and enjoying life and
af fl uence be your GOAL -- your purpose -- in life? Luke 12:16-21.

VWhat True Success Really IS

True success just doesn't happen. The Eternal, Creator God
set in nmotion actual, definite LAWS which govern and produce real

success. If you obey them real, |asting success is assured.

But tragically, man through the centuries has turned his
back to those laws -- those CAUSES of the very success he craves
so desperately. Today, the vast nmajority of people are ignorant
of the seven |aws of success -- nost have not foll owed a single
one of them

Real success never fails -- never ends. Even death does not

termnate it.

Most men in the world who achi eve sone neasure of "success"
-- material acquisition, recognition of status by society, and
t he passing enjoynent of the five senses -- never achi eved REAL
success! The "success" they got in life ended at death. It died
with them They may have had full bank accounts, but they
experienced enpty |ives.

Wy ?

Such men had WRONG GOALS in life. They never knew or
under st ood the REAL PURPCSE of life! In other words, they never
knew the true DEFI N TI ON of success.

They strove for false values -- had an erroneous concept of
success.

O course, there is nothing necessarily wong w th naking
noney, gaining recognition or status, or enjoying the pleasures
of life -- these things may be had and enjoyed along with true
success. But they do not bring true success. True success
i ncl udes sonet hi ng MORE!

There shoul d be an overpoweri ng PURPCSE in your |ife! Wat
shoul d this supreme, highly notivating purpose BE?

Al most no one knows that suprenme purpose of life. Very few
know what we hunmans are, why we are, or what the purpose of human
life really is.

Let's review that purpose to be sure we understand.

1. What IS nan? Gen. 2:7.

COMMENT: God's Word plainly shows man is conposed of the
dust of the ground. He does not have an immortal soul within him
Cenesis 2:7 plainly says nman "BECAME a |iving SOUL," not that he
has a "soul ."

2. What scriptures prove man does not have an imortal soul
abi ding within hin? Ezek. 18:4, 20.

COMVENT: Man's "soul," these verses show, can DIE! It is not
imortal. Man, today, is a physical fleshly being which can die.
But is there nore to Iife than just this physical existence?
Noti ce further:

3. In whose i mage did God make man? Gen. 1:26.

COMMENT: God designed the plants and animals to reproduce
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after their own kind. Then God created man in Hs OMNN i rage and
i keness -- that is, AFTER HHS OAWN KINDI Man is fashioned in the
very image and |ikeness of God, except for one vital distinction
God is Spiritual, while man is physical. God is Spirit, while man
i s conposed today of the dust of the ground. Man's life is
clearly temporary, physical, nortal flesh and bl ood.

4. Does God intend for man to soneday be wholly conposed of
SPIRIT, even as He is Spirit? | John 3:1-2; Rom 8:14-17; | Cor
15: 44, 51-53.

COMMENT: God intends that human bei ngs be begotten of Hs
Holy Spirit so they can grow in H's character and know edge, and
finally be BORN OF HHM at the resurrection of the dead! They will
then be "like Hm" for they shall see Hmas He is, and be very
SONS in Hs Divine Famly! They will then becone
"joint-inheritors"” of all things with Jesus Christ, who sits at
the Father's right hand in heaven.

5. What will the born-again saints begin to do? Rev. 5:10;
2:26-27; 3:21.

COMMENT: Notice that they will receive positions of great
aut hority, power and rul ership!

6. Eventually, over what will the saints rule? Heb. 1:2;
2:6-10.

COMMENT: God's ultimate purpose for man is to give him
dom nion over all H's Creation -- the WHOLE UNI VERSE! Today, God
has set His Firstborn Son, Jesus Christ, at the controls of the
uni verse (Heb. 1:2, Mffatt). He wants us to ultimtely SHARE in
that vast, great, trenmendous power and authority, after we are
literally born of HHmat the resurrection

We are destined, if we obey God and overcone our human
nature, to BECOVE GOD -- His very own children by the
resurrection -- part of H s D VINE FAMLY!

THAT is the incredible, awesone, suprenme PURPCSE of human
life! That is the DEFIN TI ON of TRUE success! And THAT shoul d be
your nunber one GOAL in |ife!

The Great KEY to Success

1. Have the nations of the world found the way of peace?
Rom 3:17.

2. Have this world's nations found the way that |eads to
happi ness and the building of a prosperous society? Rom 3:16.
VWhy? Verses 10-12, 18.

COMMENT: "All thy conmandnents are righteousness," said
David (Psal m 119:172). Ri ghteousness is sinply OBEDIENCE to the
| aws of God which bring prosperity and peace. Since this world
has forsaken God, has turned away from obeying God' s |law, the
result has been destruction, msery and NO peace!

3. Does |saiah say much the sane thing? Isa. 59:7-8. What
does he say is the reason God has hid Hs face from man? Verses
2, 12-13.

4. Does the Bible verify that keeping God's lawis the
underlying KEY to peace and happiness -- of all true success?
Joshua 1: 8. WII those who faithfully follow God's | aw receive
prosperity and success wherever they go? Verse 7.

5. What does David have to say about those who delight in
CGod's law -- who neditate in it day and night? WIIl they succeed
i n what ever they undertake? Psalm 1:1-3.

6. Does keeping the law of God -- His holy, spiritual Ten
Commandnents -- give wi sdom and under st andi ng which are essenti al
for true success? Psal m 119:97-100, 104. Is CGod' s |law also the
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WAY to real peace, which this world | acks? Verse 165.

COMMVENT: At the foundation of all true success in life,
i ncluding the way to peace, prosperity, and real happiness, is
the principle of OBEDIENCE to God! This principle needs to be
deeply ingrained into our m nds and never forgotten

Exampl es of Real Success

Let's notice a few exanples of true success fromthe Ad
Test anment :

1. Wuld Abraham be considered very successful in the eyes
of nost people today? Gen. 13:2, 5-6. Wiy was Abraham so
successful -- so prosperous? CGen. 26:5. Was Abraham al so a
SPI RI TUAL success? Heb. 11:8-13 and Luke 13:28. Did he pursue the
right GOAL in life after God called hinP Heb. 11:10, 13-14, 16.

2. VWhat about |saac, Abrahanmis son? Was he a successful
prosperous, great man? Gen. 26:16, 12-16. WII| he be in God's
Ki ngdonf? Luke 13: 28.

COMMENT: These nen were successful physically AND
SPI RI TUALLY because God was with them and BLESSED them Cod is
wi th those who serve and obey H m-- those who keep H s
conmandnent s.

Those who break CGod's [ aw, however, are cut off from H m
(I'sa. 59:1-2). They are under a CURSE! True success w |l always
el ude themunl ess and until they repent and OBEY H m

3. Was Jacob al so greatly prospered -- was he a great
success materially? Gen. 30:42-43. Even though his enployer tried
to take advantage of him cheat himand give himless than he
deserved, did it all turn out for the best in the end? Gen
31:4-9. Was Jacob also a SPIRI TUAL success -- will he be in God's
Ki ngdon? Matt. 8:11.

COMMENT: Again we see that God intervenes on the behal f of
t hose who serve and obey Hm He | ooks after their interests and
causes themto prosper and have real success, both in this life
AND in the Wrld Tonorrow.

4. Was Jesus Christ a SUCCESSFUL man? Phil. 2:5-11

COMMENT: Even though Christ's life "ended" in crucifixion,
God RAISED Hm fromthe dead and has put all authority and power
into H's hands (Matt. 28:18). He is TRULY the MOST SUCCESSFUL man
who has ever |ived!

Christ, Jacob, Isaac and Abraham are outstandi ng EXAMPLES of
true spiritual success!

5. WIIl those who are faithful to God and have their hearts
in God's Wrk be blessed bountifully today? Il Cor. 9:6-8. Does
Al mghty God wish for his spirit-begotten children -- and

eventually all people -- to prosper and achieve true success in
[ife? II1 John 2 and John 10: 10.
6. Is it plain that God does not want anyone to fail inlife

-- that is, to perish? Il Peter 3:9. Does He want ALL MEN to be
spiritual successes? | Tim 2:4.

COMMVENT: Cod does not want ANYBODY to fail inlife -- or to
finally perish. He wants ALL nen everywhere to be SAVED -- that
is, to finally achieve TRUE SUCCESS by being BORN into the
Ki ngdom of Cod!

God intends for all to be spiritual successes -- and to have
the right kind of physical success during this life. No one need
ever be a failure -- either physically or spiritually!

God wants us to have the "abundant [ife" which Christ cane
to bring (John 10:10) -- both here and now, and especially in the
World Tonorrow But this kind of life comes only from obeyi ng our

The First Great Law of Success

VWhat, then, is the FIRST | aw of success that God ordai ned
fromthe very begi nning? Notice what the Bi ble says about that
all -i mportant FIRST LAW

1. What did Jesus Christ say to Hi s students in Matthew
6: 337

COMMENT: The first |aw of success is, in Bible |anguage
"SEEK YE FI RST THE KI NGDOM OF GOD and Hi s righteousness ...." In
ot her words, Success Law #1 is sinply: SET THE RI GAT GOAL!

2. Does the Apostle Paul el aborate on this basic principle?
Col. 3:1-2. In verse 2, the word "affection" could better be
translated "m nd" (see margin of your Bible).

COMMENT: God wants us to SET or FI X our minds on H's Kingdom
and make it our SUPREME GOAL in |ifel!

Many people in the world, if not nost, wander through life
wi t hout any goal whatsoever. They just drift along. They
flounder. Any student who attends Anbassador Col |l ege without a
definite GOAL in m nd, who just flounders or drifts, is headed
toward failure in college! And so is anybody who has no definite,
concrete, positive GOAL in life!

VWhat is YOUR goal ?

The right GOAL in life involves nore than noney, wealth,
fame and fortune. It is far higher -- has far nore worthwhile
rewards! Any goal that sets its sights on this I[ife alone is
i ndeed a miserable goal. The apostle Janes wote: "For what is
your life? It is even a VAPOUR, that appeareth for a little tine,
and then VAN SHETH AWAY" (Janes 4:14).

| saiah wote: "All flesh is grass, and all the goodliness
thereof is as the flower of the field: The grass withereth, the
flower fadeth: because the spirit of the Lord bloweth upon it:
surely the people is grass. The grass withereth, the flower
fadeth: but the word of our God shall stand for ever" (Isa.

40: 6- 8) .

Again -- search yourself. Ask yourself: "Just what is ny
goal in life? What do I hope to achieve? Am| seeking first in ny
life the RI GHT GOAL?"

| mportance of a Goal

In 1960, President John Fitzgerald Kennedy set a definite,
specific GOAL for the American space program-- the goal of
| andi ng a nman on the nmoon within ten years.

That goal has been achi eved, despite the sudden
assassi nation of M. Kennedy in 1963.

To carry out such a trenmendous, awesone task, hundreds of
t housands of people were involved. The National Aeronautics and
Space Administration (NASA) was geared to carry out the
assignment fromwhat came to be call ed Cape Kennedy, Fl orida.
Astronauts had to be trained. Space science, space mnedi ci ne and
space technol ogy not then foreseen had to be devel oped.

Meanwhi | e, hundreds of thousands of people were geared to
produce the incredible precision wrking parts of the m ghty
Saturn V rocket booster -- propul sion systens, safety devices,
hi ghl y conpl ex computer conponents, and a host of intricate,
delicate parts.

The whol e program was hi ghly organi zed and pl anned out from
t he begi nni ng. Rocket engines were tested, and re-tested hundreds
of times to insure faultless operation. The |unar nodul e was
designed and tested with the sane care.

At first astronauts perforned sub-orbital mssions in space.
Then they began orbiting the earth. Finally, a trio of astronauts
successfully circled the moon and returned. Al this was nerely
preparatory to the BIG STEP -- the final |anding of astronauts
Armstrong and Aldrin on the moon in July, 1969. President
Kennedy' s deadl i ne was beaten by one year, and the whole world
was staggered by this fantastic, incredible achievenment!

Thi s exanpl e shows what can be acconplished with a definite,
firmGOAL in mind. If President Kennedy had never set the
specific goal of landing nmen on the noon in that decade, and if
the nati on had not responded to that goal, it never woul d have
been achi eved.

The point is this: Wat goals have YOU set in your own
personal life?

VWhat specific, definite OBJECTIVES do you have in nmnd? And
what SUPREME goal are you working toward?

Are you fervently striving to attain that goal ? Are you "on
fire" for it? Does it burn in your mnd and notivate your entire
consci ousness and bei ng?

You Must Have Goal s

Al'l progress, every invention, every engineering triunph or
busi ness success, has been the result of an idea that fired the
i magi nati on and becane a GOAL.

The Wight brothers first had to visualize the airplane
before they could build one. Fulton had to envision a steanboat
before he could invent one. And the sanme applies to Edi son and
the Iight bulb, Bell and the tel ephone, Marconi and the radio.

These fanous nen, and countless others in other fields of
endeavor, got an idea -- had an objective, a purpose, a GOAL in
m nd. They were not nerely "tinkering around,” or wasting tine
aimessly. They didn't just wander or stunble al ong.

If you wish to be an outstanding success in TH S LI FE as
wel |l as the next, then you MJST deternm ne GOALS to shoot for! You
must get a clear fix on what you want to acconplish, where you
want to go

Executives of progressive, grow ng corporations must think
AHEAD. They nust strive to envision what their conpany will be
doing ten and twenty years fromnow -- not nerely think about
what they are presently doing: They nmust gauge their efforts for
the future. They nust build plants for tomorrow by investing
nmoney today to neet tonorrow s needs.

Moder n, progressive corporations and busi nesses don't | eave
their future to chance or "luck." They plan, build, set GOALS and
aimfor them

This same principle is vital for personal success in life.
VWhat chance have you for success if you wander ain essly,

t hi nking only of present circunstances, ignoring the future? The
person who has no long-range goals will be lost in life's endless
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shuffle. He will be passed over when the tinme for pronotions
CONES.

It is the imaginative, forward-thinking individual who wll
gai n approval fromhis enployer and will be pronoted because of
his vision and foresight!

In order to becone a true success, you nust have secondary
goals as well. Ask yourself: Wiat do | want to acconplish in
life, besides ny one suprene goal of entering the Kingdom of God?
VWere do | want to go? What do | want to be? Wat occupation or
profession am| best suited for which will help nme achi eve that
suprenme goal ? What do | want to acconplish in my work -- how high
dol wish to rise in nmy conmpany? How nmuch responsibility do
want to qualify to handl e and conmand?

A CGoal Provides Energy

1. Did David set a goal to build a house for God? | Kings
8:17. Did he make extensive preparations for the building of
God' s house, which his son Sol omon was to acconplish? | Chron.
21:22; 22:1-11, 14-16. Did David prepare "with all his mght" for
God's house? | Chron. 29:2-4.

COMMENT: David had a GOAL in mind -- a definite objective.
This goal was so inportant to him that he CONCENTRATED his m nd
on preparing for God's house. He prepared with all his mght and
energy so the house could be built by Sol onon. As verse 3 shows,
David "set his affection” to the house of God. The origina
HEBREW for this expression is "ratsah” and nmeans "to be pl eased
with; specifically, to satisfy a debt." It can be transl ated
"del i ght, enjoy, approve.”

David was well pleased with the idea of building a house for
God -- the goal provided deep enjoynent to him he delighted in
it. It was a deeply personal thing to him

2. After Solonmon built the house for God, did he have any
maj or, worthwhile goals of his own? Eccl. 1:13-14. Did wonen
finally sidetrack himfromserving God with his whol e bei ng?
Kings 11:1-6. Did Sol onon apparently end up an abject failure?
Verses 9-13.

3. Did Jacob have a goal that inspired himto work hard?
Gen. 29:18-20. Did his goal so inpress and inspire himthat seven
years' work only seened |ike a few days? Verse 20

4. Because Esau had no goal -- no vision -- was he easily
persuaded to sell his birthright for virtually nothing? Gen
25:32-34 and Heb. 12:16.

COMMENT: Successful people have their eyes focused on a
goal. Their attention is riveted to their goal. The goal fires
them it provides enthusiasm energy, power. It MOTIVATES t hen

Afirmy entrenched goal, a crystal-clear inmge of where you
are going, will help keep you on course and avoi d detours or
distractions. It will keep your mnd | ocked "on target" as a
radar antenna will lock on to a mssile or a jet plane. Such a
goal is not a vague generality -- it is firm fixed, and strong
inthe individual's mnd. It gives himdirection through all his
activities. It is like an automatic pilot steering himtoward his
destination. Wien he drifts off course nmonentarily, it helps
bring himright back on the track

If you have the right goal in your life, it will arouse
anbition to serve, to grow in the grace and know edge of Jesus
Christ. It will arouse incentive and determination to achi eve
t hat suprene goal

It will excite vigorous and DETERM NED EFFORT - -

per severance and persistence. It will fire you with anbition! It
will spur you to greater effort. It will create a strong,
white-hot desire to succeed. It will be an overpowering, dom nant
PURPOSE i n your whole life and work.

It will create vital INTEREST. It will engross your whol e
being. It will fill your life to overfl ow ng.

A person | acking such a goal, however, is easily confused,
di stracted, and wavers. He | acks consistency of purpose. He
fl ounders around.

The question is, are YOU totally devoted to a supreme GOAL?
Is your life integrated around a supreme purpose? Are you
dedi cated, devoted, surrendered to the acconplishnment of that
goal ?

Do you al so have secondary goals to hel p you achi eve that
suprenme goal -- such as becom ng an outstandi ng success in your
occupation or profession?

If you wish to acconplish things, then you nmust SET GOALS to
get things done. Sal esnen, for exanple, set quotas that they want

to sell. Newspapers and publishers set deadlines for copy to go
to press. Businesses set target dates for expansion
If a person has an intense goal, it mght even save his life

because it gives himsonething to live for. People with term na
cases of cancer, or other terrible diseases, have pulled through
the crisis AND LIVED for the sinple reason they had a DESIRE -- a
strong, powerful, burning WLL -- to |ive!

Do you have that kind of BURNING DESIRE to acconplish your
goals in life?

Eval uat e Yourself

One successful author who has studi ed human behavi or says,
"Man is by nature a GOAL- STRI VI NG BEI NG And because man is
"built that way' he is not happy unless he is functioning as he
was made to function -- as a goal-striver" ("Psycho-Cybernetics",
p. Xiv).

To be truly happy and successful, you nust have goals to
strive for. To be successful, you nmust also strive to make USE of
your creative potential. Develop your latent abilities and hidden
tal ents.

Does this nean, then, that you should ignore your
[imtations and weaknesses? O course not. To be successful in
this life, you nmust realistically evaluate your abilities,
strengt hs and weaknesses. You nust be willing to face the "rea
you." If you have a fal se idea or concept of your talents,
personality, or abilities, whether overly positive or overly
negative, you nust change it. Be realistic. Learn to see yourself
as you really are.

VWhen M. Herbert Arnmstrong was a young nan, he deliberately
set out to analyze his abilities, to see where he excelled, so he
could plan his Iife's work accordingly. Today, many conpanies,
enpl oyment centers, schools, etc., offer job guidance testing and
counsel ling. Such tests help reveal where your strengths and
weaknesses are and help fit you into the right kind of work for
you.

PHOTO CAPTI ON: To becone an out standi ng success in a vocation or
prof essi on, you must be sure you have the basic abilities
required to do the job. Here, entering freshnen at Anbassador
Col l ege take aptitude tests so they and their professors can
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eval uate their strengths and weaknesses.

If a person is weak in mathematics, do you think he should
set his goal to become an astronomer or mathematician? O if a
person has no ability as a draftsman, should he strive to becone
an architect? O course not.

Wuldn't it be foolish for a person cut out to be a
carpenter or a plunber to waste away his life striving to be a
sal esman, or an el ectronics engineer? Yet many people do just
that! They set the wong goals for thensel ves, and then wonder
why they cannot reach them They becone di scouraged and quit,
never realizing they may have tried to do nore than they were
capable of in the first place!

Each i ndividual should strive to develop his own particul ar
talents to their fullest. He should strive to excel in a job or
position WHERE HE FI TS!

Therefore, to avoid frustration, bitterness, and abysnal
failure, DON T try to be a "square peg in a round hole."” Exam ne
yoursel f, analyze your talents realistically, seek w se counsel
and THEN map out your secondary goals in |ife!

Taki ng a gui dance counseling test or work aptitude
exam nation woul d be an especially good idea for young people
just starting out in life.

A wise, judicious ANALYSIS of your abilities and aptitudes
is vital for plotting the course of your life, and beconming a
REAL success in an occupation or profession

| mportance of Pl anning

Peopl e who drift through life, who live life "accidentally,"”
as it were, never achieve outstandi ng success.

Pl anning your life is far nore inportant than planning a
trip across country or overseas. Yet nost people spend far nore
time planning a vacation or a trip to Europe than they spend
actual ly PLANNING OQUT their life's goals!

In planning a trip to the seashore, or the mpuntains, you
woul d obtain a map of the route and mark the hi ghways you intend
to take. You would plan how long the trip is to last. You would
pl an for overnight |odging at the appropriate |ocations. You
m ght make reservations for hotels or notels in advance.

You woul d draw enough noney out of the bank to make the trip
successful. You would also plan for the weather. If you planned
to go swi nming, you would take along a swinmmng suit, towel, and
ot her needs.

If you were planning to spend a nonth in Europe, then even
nore detailed planning woul d be necessary -- acconmodati ons,
| odgi ng, food, clothing, airplane tickets, etc., etc., etc.

But strangely, when it cones to planning out one's life, and
fixing one's goals in life, nost people cone to a conplete
standstill! They have no firmideas in mnd. They don't even know
where to begin!

In order to wisely plan out your entire life, you nust FIRST
know t he PURPCSE of life -- why you were born; that you were put
here on this earth for a PURPOSE;, and what that purpose IS. Only
then can you PLAN your |ife out properly.

1. Did Jesus Christ stress the inportance of planning? Luke
14: 28- 30.

COMMENT: HOW many sit down to "count the cost" of achieving
their life's goals, and determ ne whether they are worth the
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effort, or whether they have the ability and fortitude to achieve
t henf?

This is a basic principle of true success. Count the cost!
Don't plunge in head first before testing the water. Don't "rush
in where angels fear to tread.” The sure road to failure is to
rush in ill-equipped and unprepar ed.

2. Did Sol onon say somet hing about the principle of planning
and preparing for the future? Prov. 6:6-8.

3. Does the wise man PLAN AHEAD -- | ook ahead -- to see what
the future may hold, and take action NOWNto forestall trouble
later? Prov. 22:3. Did God consider this principle inportant
enough to be repeated? Prov. 27:12.

4. Does the prudent -- wise -- man ook well to his going?
Does he think carefully about the steps he envisions to take?
Prov. 14:15. Do prudent men UNDERSTAND their way? O do they act
presunptuously, hastily, w thout adequate forethought? Prov.

14: 8.

5. Should a person starting out toward sonme goal in life
seek counsel fromothers with experience and knowl edge before
committing hinmsel f? Prov. 15:22.

COMMENT: The Living Proverbs renders this verse nuch nore
clearly: "Plans go wong with too few counsel ors; many counsel ors
bring success."

6. What does CGod say about those who have no GOAL -- no
foresight -- no VISION of what the future holds? -- about those
who nerely live day-to-day, w thout planning or preparing for the
future? Prov. 29:18.

COMMENT: Check your own life. Do you have foresight --

vi sion? Does your mnd grasp what God reveal s about the FUTURE?
Do you PLAN AHEAD accordi ngly?

G ve Yourself to a CAUSE

People totally involved only with their OMWN life, and its
success -- who are self-centered -- NEVER becone true successes!
The way to true success isn't to selfishly seek it for
YOURSELF. Self is really uninportant. The inportant thing is to
become wapped up in and devoted to a suprene CAUSE t hat
transcends the self.

Such a cause will help a person to release his inhibitions
because he won't be excessively concerned about H MSELF, or the
i npression HE | S maki ng upon ot her people. Such a cause will help
hi m forget self-consciousness. He will not be negatively
conparing hinself with other people. Hi s thoughts will be fixed
on the CAUSE he is devoted to. That will be uppernpbst and suprene
in his mnd

Havi ng a cause will enable a person to shake off tenporary
set backs, or mistakes. It will see himthrough obstacl es and
enable himto maintain poise and equilibrium He will weather
sudden storns or difficulties because his cause is paranmount to
his life.

The cause we are tal king about is the Wrk of the living
CGod! Does THI S Cause really INSPIRE you? Is your heart really
behind and in the greatest CAUSE of all -- the WORK GOD | S DA NG
on the earth today? Are you giving of your tinme in prayer for
God's Wrk, and of your financial means -- the tithes and
of ferings God commands -- to help spread the true gospel of Jesus
Christ to all the world as a witness (Matt. 24:14) before Hi's
schedul ed return?

Christ Hinself is behind this Wrk, inspiring the top-Ievel
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decisions! He is the One notivating and enpowering His mnisters
and servants as they proclaimthe GOOD NEWS of H s soon com ng

He is the One who opens the doors of radio, television, and the
printing press, so the gospel can go forth in increasing PONER to
the nations of the earth.

How then, did Chri st
acconpl i sh the Wrks of God? John 14:10-14.

COMMENT: Christ was the world' s greatest exanple of true
success! He conquered H s human nature. He never sinned once. He
performed great, awe-inspiring mracles. How did He do it?

"The Father that dwelleth in nme, He doeth the works,"” Christ
said (John 14:10).

So it can be with you. If you have the Spirit of God
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dwelling within you -- if you are a truly converted,
Spirit-begotten Christian -- then YOU can overcone sin and human
nature. YQU can be used mightily of God. YQU can beconme a truly
out st andi ng spiritual SUCCESS STORY!

Do you read the Bible and admre the lives of God's prophets

Wl |, God prom ses that YQU, TOO, can be a great SPI R TUAL
success!

Conmt your life into God' s hands,
serve H mand obey Hs Wrd, and YOU will become an out st andi ng,
happy, successful person!

COMMENT: Elijah wal ked and TALKED with God. He was CLOSE to
God. That was the secret of his outstandi ng success!

In the book of Proverbs we read: "He that wal keth with w se
men shall be wise ..." (Prov. 13:20). If you wal k, talk, and
fellowship with truly wi se, successful, spiritually notivated
men, then YOU will becone that way. How nmuch better, then, to
wal k and talk with God -- the nost successful Person of all!l!

Picture the End Result

COMMENT: An old adage in tennis is "keep your eye on the

ball." Tennis players know that to hit the ball properly, they
must keep their eyes on it -- not the racket -- when they swi ng.
The sane principle applies to baseball. If you take your eyes off

the ball for an instant, you will strike out when batting. O,
the ball mght take a tricky bounce and run under your glove
while you are fielding it.

PHOTO CAPTI ON: EYES ON THE BALL -- In life, as in a baseball
gane, we nust learn to keep our eyes "on the ball." A catcher
cannot catch a ball he doesn't see, and neither can anyone
achi eve a goal unless he keeps his mnd' s eye on it.

"Keep your eye on the ball" is also a vitally inportant
success principle in life.

Most peopl e never achi eve the success they shoul d because
they DON T follow this sinple instruction. They take their eyes
off the "ball,"” that is, the GOAL, too often. They tend to | ose
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sight of their objective. Their m nds are distracted to sonething
el se.

In basketball you nust keep your eye on the hoop when you
are shooting the ball. If you take your eyes off the basket,
chances are you will MSS the shot. Even so, people who take
their eyes off God's great PURPCSE for their lives will MSS that
goal

To become a real success in life, therefore, you nust al ways
keep the desired END RESULT in nmind. Don't let your mnd s eye
waver fromit. Keep your attention focused clearly on it. Al ways
keep that goal in the forefront of your mnd. Picture it nentally
in sharp detail. Don't let it grow nebul ous, hazy, vague or
i ndi stinct.

Thi nk about and strive to attain your goal daily, and you
will achieve it! But if you lose sight of it or becone
indifferent toward it, then you will eventually lose it.

Maxwel | Maltz, in his book on success entitled
Psycho- Cybernetics, said: "W are engi neered as goal - seeki ng
mechani sms. W are built that way. When we have no personal goa
which we are interested in and which ' nmeans sonething' to us, we
are apt to 'go around in circles,' feel '"lost' and find life
itself "aimess,’ and 'purposeless.’ W are built to conquer
envi ronnent, solve probl ens, achieve goals, and we find no rea
sati sfaction or happiness in life wthout obstacles to conquer
and goals to achieve. People who say that life is not worthwhile
are really saying that they thensel ves have no personal goals
whi ch are worthwhile" (pp. 104-105).

How true! To achi eve success you nust set your goal and push
forward toward it. If you stand around, you will stall and get
nowhere. But if you set that goal, and then aggressively nove
toward it, keeping your eye on it, you will make sure, steady,

i ncreasing progress toward it! You will GRONin real success!

He CAN Who THI NKS He Can!

The i nmportance of having the right GOAL to achi eve rea
success in |life cannot, obviously, be over-enphasized. It is
truly the FIRST | aw of success!

Once you have set your goal, fixed your purpose, taken aim
at your target, you nust start out toward it. At first your steps
may seem | i ke baby steps, awkward and stunbling. But as you
progress, your gait will become nore sure, nore certain, and you
will begin to progress nore rapidly. Such is the way with the
Christian life.

One thing you nust renenber, however. You nust never | ose
FAI TH t hat you can acconplish God's PURPCSE for your life -- your
Supreme Goal. If you lose faith, becone di scouraged and G VE UP
then you have lost the fight. You have al ready FAI LED

You must have as your goal the Kingdom of God, and have
absolute FAITH that it is attainable, with God' s hel p. An author
once wote a book entitled "He Can Who Thinks He Can." That is a
very true staterment. If you don't THI NK YOU can do sonet hi ng,
then you won't really try. After a few half-hearted efforts
you'll give up.

Therefore, you nmust exercise FAITH in your life if you seek
true success!

Remenber: HE CAN WHO THI NKS HE CAN AND IS WLLING to nmake
the all-out effort with God's hel p! God wants YOUR LIFE to be an
amazi ng " SUCCESS St ory"
