And | do nean MCDERN!

| have been shocked at HOWN nodern -- how utterly at variance
it is fromthe earlier edition | used thirty-seven years ago. It
is quite apparent that the present edition contains short
articles on the various Biblical words and terns it professes to
define and explain, witten by the young theol ogi cal students --
or graduates -- of the "nodern" theol ogi cal sem naries of the
present.

It is an exanple of the trend, seeking to destroy God's
Wrd. Every article | have read in this present vol une ASSUMES
that God is a nonexistent nyth -- that the Bible is nerely the
curious and outdated literature of ignorant Jews of |ong ago,
vainly grasping in the darkness of superstition for a concept of
"God." By a play on words it appears an attenpt is nade to
counteract and destroy every TRUTH reveal ed by Almghty GOD in
H s inspired Wrd!

And this set ny mind to thinking. How grateful we should be,
that God has seen to it in all ages that H'S TRUTH COULD NOT BE
ERASED from human accessibility!

Ever since the time of Christ there have been organi zed
conspiracies to destroy the Bible.

Jesus Christ started God's Church in 31 AD. And in 33 A D
the G eat Conspiracy got under way to organize and build the
GREAT FALSE CHURCH -- Satan's church! The Great Conspiracy sought
to destroy the true Church of God, and to blot out the Wird of
CGod, by COUNTERFEI T doctrines. They appropriated the NAME of
Christ, and called thenselves "Christian" -- then presented a
FALSE Christ and a FALSE "Christianity."
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No religion had ever before offered the forgiveness of sins
until Christ died to pay the sinners' penalty. As a palliate for
gui lty consciences, the Satan-influenced conspirators eagerly
sei zed on "the blood of Christ," deciding that "grace" would be a
wonderful selling point to make their pagan religion popul ar

But REPENTANCE fromsin -- turning AMY fromsin -- which
means OBEDI ENCE to God's Law -- that was sonmething quite
different.

So each of these nen retained perhaps half or nore of
the error. Each added a certain anount of NEW erroneous doctrine
of his own. Thus a hodgepodge of denom nations arose.

Certain Protestant scholars, during the latter part of the
18th century and through the 19th, devoted lifetines to produci ng
various works, nore or less scholarly, to assist in Bible study
and under st andi ng. These were the exhaustive concordances, the
| exi cons or G eek-English and Hebrew English dictionaries, the
mar gi nal reference systens in the printed Bibles, the religious
encycl opedi as, the Bible dictionaries, and the comentari es.

Most of these nmen were scholarly enough -- but their mnds
still were largely blinded to spiritual truth. They had been
taught fal se doctrines from chil dhood and blindly assunmed themto
be true.

Nevert hel ess, these exhaustive works and Bible hel ps were
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making it gradually possible, for those who would be willing, to

conme to nore truth, nore rapidly -- and at the same tine the nore
rapidly to dispel error. The real TRUTH was becoming too nearly
reveal ed -- Satan becane disturbed, then stirred to action

He introduced German rationalismand the Theory of Evol ution
i nto nodern education. He al so began renoving his brakes agai nst
acquisition of scientific and technol ogi cal know edge. To pervert
this latter, Satan mixed it with German rationalismin
educational institutions. The new | earni ng becane rapidly
materialistic. It becanme agnostic, then nore and nore atheistic.
It began to be considered "ol d-fashi oned" to believe in God. Now
"hi gher criticism' of the Bible gushed forth |like an aval anche.
Men began sitting in judgnment of GOD -- began CRI Tl Cl ZI NG GOD.

As we devel oped t hrough the 20th century, this "new'
rationalismgradually found its way into the religious sem naries
where future mnisters were being taught. Students entering
sem nari es had al ready encountered the new supposed "rational"
know edge. It appealed to intellectual VANITY. It was the fashion
of the day. Men wanted to BELONG They wanted to CONFORM So t hey
floated along on the atheistic tidal wave.

This latter is the process that was getting started in rea
ear nest when CGod brought ne to a study of H's Wrd, forty years
ago. The Bible hel ps had not been "nodernized" as yet. They were
still on the shelves of the public libraries, and available in
second- hand book stores.

| started ny study in an effort to REFUTE a Biblical truth
the big denom nations had lost. My determ ned notive was to prove
t hese denonminations are RIGHT. But in the BIBLE | TSELF, and
checking with all these "hel ps" besides, many of which had even
then deliberately distorted the facts on this subject, the TRUTH
reluctantly enmerged. | was faced with an unconfortabl e decision
| didn't want to accept it. To do so neant some DO NG It neant
being a DCER of God's Law -- not a "hearer™ only.

And that DO NG nmeant persecution, probably the ridicule of
former friends and business acquai ntances. But to reject it meant
to be deliberately dishonest. It nmeant to KNON NGY di sobey GOD
-- and | had cone to see what the consequences woul d be!

It was not easy, but | made the surrender to God. | told H m
that this nmeant the END of ny life for nyself -- or in the world
and anmong busi ness associates. It meant utter isolation fromthem
and the former life. This | realized. It nmeant AVINGUP ny life
as | had lived it and planned to live it.

So | then and there nmade a covenant with God -- not a
BARGAIN -- just a covenant in which I GAVE ny life over to GOD.

If He could use it, | told HmHe could have it. | neant it!

Now | am human, and | was born with ny share of human
nature, which | have TRIED to fight. | have cried out to God to
fight it for me and through nme. Yet it has, inevitably, asserted
itself and caught ne off guard a nunber of times.

Bei ng human | have, at tines, just as everyone who ever
lived has done, allowed this human nature for the nonent to
snatch this life out of God's hands and re-appropriate it for its
own interests or desires. But -- once awakened to what had been
done this has been repented of.

| DD MEAN IT, when | GAVE ny life, literally, and in
uncondi tional SURRENDER to GOD! | have tried to leave it in H's
hands. | haven't done a perfect job, but GOD has done a perfect
WORK in spite of human frailty.

And so, just as ny son's broadcast went off the | oudspeaker
in my study, | reflected back on two or three contenporary



experi ences.

I thought of a certain man who has made quite a splash in
the mnistry. He started out accepting the sponsorship and
backi ng of human religious organi zations. To be free of narrow
sectarian bias he reasoned he should remain interdenomn national
But this did not increase freedomto declare God's TRUTH, but, on
the contrary, further restricted it! He soon found that he was
limted, in what he was free to preach, to those few doctrines
whi ch ALL of these sponsoring, but differing, denom nations
appr oved.

God has shown ne that when a man sets out to answer God's
call to serve HM he nust rely on God ALONE. If he relies on MEN
he nust serve MEN -- not God!

Sonmehow, God brought about circunmstances in my own life so
that | have been forced always to rely on God ALONE

VWhen | was first ordained, | accepted a very small salary
fromwhat | then believed to be God' s true Church. But envious
and scheming mnisters, influential near the top, demanded that |

preach and act contrary to the plain truth of God's Wrd. | guess
God saw to it that ny salary then was SO SMALL that it was not
too great a tenptation to give it up. | did give it up, and

prom sed God then and there that henceforth | would trust H m
alone, in faith, to supply the financial need.

And God did. Tithes and freewill offerings seemed at once to
repl ace the anmount of salary | had relinqui shed. But gradually
God increased the anmount, that H's Whrk m ght grow. A few nonths
after ny wife and | began to trust God ALONE, the door of radio
and the printing press opened. The Wrk has grown at the rate of
30% each year over the year before -- and that is now a duration
of thirty years!

Soon after starting on the air, a man cane to see ne. He
represented a group of businessnen. They wanted to teamnme with a
wel | - known evangelist, and build a big new church. These nen
of fered to supply the financial backing. But of course there were
STRINGS attached -- | was to be MJZZLED! | showed this man the
front door as an exit from ny hone!

VWhen Anmbassador Col | ege was opened, in 1947, | faced
opposition within and w thout.

O her nmen preaching over the air have founded col | eges or
sem naries. | know of one who started such an institution. He
sought out nen of reputation in the field of religious education
to administer his institution and to staff its faculty. He
hi nsel f, though its founder, did not actively head or manage it.

He relied on MEN -- nen of reputation, yes, but still they
were MEN, and not GOD. He was a Fundanentalist. But as the years
went by, the nodernist "rationalisnf crept in and soon dom nated
his institution.

I could not help thinking of this exanple, and the
conmparison -- or contrast -- with our experience at Anbassador
Col l ege. Like this contenporary, | had to go out into the world
of education to find adm nistrators and faculty nenbers. There
simply were NONE who understood and believed the TRUTH as God had
opened ny eyes to see. | could not FILL ALL the jobs of
adm ni stration and instruction -- | amnot MANY, but only ONE
man. But two things |I could, and did, do. | kept nyself as
Chai rman of the Board of Trustees, appointing as Board nmenbers
ONLY t hose who believed God's TRUTH, keeping the setting of al
PCLICIES in the hand of the Board. And second, | nade nyself the
sole instructor in Bible and Theology for the first severa
years.
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The men | appointed to top adm ni strative and teaching
of fices were, of necessity, nmen trained in TH'S WORLD S
education. And | had in mnd a totally different approach to
education. These nen were sincere and honest, but they were
unable to see what God had held up before nmy eyes. | found it
necessary to remain in CONTROL, and to vigilantly conbat every
step tending to make our college a rubber stanp of this world's
educational institutions.

In those early years God sent such young pioneer nen
students as Herman Hoeh, Raynond Col e, our son Richard David,
Raynmond McNair, Roderick Meredith, Dr. C Paul Meredith, and
Kenneth Herrmann. | was able to steer their progress with cl ose
personal contact. Today Dr. Hernman Hoeh is Dean of Instruction;
M. Meredith is a Vice President; Dr. Meredith was Director of
this uni que Anmbassador Col | ege Correspondence Course until his
death in 1968, and M. Herrmann is Registrar. Today al nost the
entire faculty is Anbassador College trained -- although several
had done col |l ege work, or received degrees, in other institutions
bef ore com ng.

But Anbassador Col | eges today could not be GOD S colleges if
I had relied on MEN, instead of relying solely on GOD. At all
ti mes, GOD has been kept at the HEAD of these colleges, and of
H' S WORK!
