Shoul d W Use O her Books?

Wth the help of this Correspondence Course, you can study
the Bi bl e WTHOUT EVER OPENI NG ANY OTHER BOCK! However, there is
some outside study and research you can do in addition. There are
certain other books which will ADD to naking the Bible even MORE
interesting and alive. A broad know edge of the custons, social
and educational life, history of the people, together with a
know edge of the geography of the country, is a great help in
vi sual i zi ng and under standi ng events nentioned in the Bible.

As we nmentioned in a previous |esson, there are various
ref erence books which will help you in your Bible study. A few
are pictured above.

Any of these books can be found in the REFERENCE SECTI ON of
your public library. Wy not plan to go to your library and
actually |l ook up, and do special research on some of the points
nmentioned in this course?

In this test we will briefly show you how to use two of
these Bible study aids -- a Bible dictionary (Pel oubet's) and an
exhaustive concordance of the Bible (Strong's).

How to Use a Bible Dictionary

A Bible dictionary -- and there are several -- describes
peopl e, places and things nentioned in the Bible. It also gives a
general explanation of certain KEY WORDS found in the Bible.

Take for exanmple the word "hell,"” which we studied in Lesson
15. W showed how transl ators have WRONGY USED t he English word
"hell"™ in translating fromthe original Geek | anguage. W quoted
fromHastings' "Dictionary of the Bible" to show that there are
actually THREE G eek words -- each with a DI FFERENT MEANI NG - -
translated as "hell."

But how many of you actually went to your public library and
READ THE QUOTES from Hastings' "Dictionary of the Bible"?
Probably just a very few

On the opposite page is the quote regarding the word "hel I
fromPeloubet's "Bible Dictionary". Notice that it says basically

the sane things about the word "hell" as does Hastings
"Dictionary of the Bible". (W haven't quoted fromHastings in
this test -- YOQU can look this up for yourself at the library.)

It's really very sinple to do sone quick research. But YQU
must have the desire and exert the effort. Wien you do, it wll
enrich your Bible study and make it even nore interesting and
alive!

HELL. In the A d Testanent this is the word generally and
unfortunately used by our translators to render the Hebrew SHEQOL.
It really neans the place of the dead the unseen world, w thout
deciding whether it be the place of msery or of happiness. It is
clear that in many passages of the A d Testament SHEQOL can only
mean "the grave." and is so rendered in the Authorized Version
see, for example, Gen. 37:35; 42:38; 1 Sam 2:6, Job 14:13. In
ot her passages, however, it seens to involve a notion of
puni shrent, and is therefore rendered in the Authorized Version

by the word "hell." But in many cases this translation m sl eads
the reader. The English Revisers sonetinmes use the word "Sheol "
in the text, in other places hold to the translation hell, grave,

pit, as in the AV. and put Sheol in the margin. The Anerican
Revi sion discards all translations and consistently places Sheo

t hroughout in the text. In the New Testanent "hell" is the
translation of two words, HADES and CGEHENNA. The word HADES, LIKE
SHECQL, sonetinmes neans nerely "the grave," Acts 2:31; 1 Cor

15:55; Rev. 20:13, or in general "the unseen world.” It is in
this sense that the creeds say of our Lord, "He went down into
hell," neaning the state of the dead in general, w thout any
restriction of happiness or msery. In cases where hell is the
translation of "Hades," the revisers have put sinply "Hades."

Hell is used nore properly as the translation of Gehenna, as
the place or state of the just retribution for the finally
i npenitent. The term Gehenna is the Hebrew for the "valley of
H nnom " south of Jerusal em where the unusable refuse of the city
was burned. Here al so was the scene of gross and cruel rites of
heat heni sm including the burning of children to Mblech (2 Chron
28:3; 33:6; Jer. 7:31; 2 Kings 23:5, 10).

"The terrible associations of the place, the fires said to
have been kept burning in it in order to consune the foul and
corrupt objects thrown into it, make it a natural and
unm st akabl e synbol of wasting penalty" for being the polluted,
si n-breeding incurable noral refuse of the world.

How to Use a Concordance

The Bible is witten "here a little and there a little."” Cod
has put GAPS between RELATED material. This related materi al
naturally has the sane subject, and often many of the SAME WORDS
will be used in each of these separated passages.

By using a concordance, which has all the words of the Bible
arranged al phabetically -- and which tells the book, chapter and
verse where they may be found -- you can BRI NG RELATED MATERI AL
TOGETHER and cl ose these gaps, thereby obtaining the TRUE MEANI NG
of what the Bible has to say about any subject.

The Word "Hel I'"

For exanpl e, an exhaustive concordance like Strong's, wll
bring together every verse in which the English word "hell" is
used in the Bible.

On the opposite page we have reproduced a portion of the
page from Strong's which lists all the places where the word
"hell" is found. Notice the nunbers at the right of the verses in
the section on "hell." Notice also that there are only THREE
G eek words translated "hell"” in the New Testanent.
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Once you have the nunbers, then turn to the G eek dictionary
located in the rear of Strong's. Next to the nunber you are
| ooking for will be the ORIGA NAL GREEK word and its neani ng. W
have reproduced these three words and their neanings from
Strong's at the bottomof this page. (O course, all meanings
gi ven for each word are NOT NECESSARI LY CORRECT AND CLEAR. But if
you understand the subject, the true neaning WLL becone
obvi ous.)

Notice that this little research project bears out very
plainly the inportant point we explained in Lesson 15 -- that
there are only THREE separate G eek words translated "hell" in
the New Testanment. One sinply neans the GRAVE. The second refers
to the VALLEY OF HI NNOM and t he FI ERY DESTRUCTI ON of the
incorrigible wicked. The third refers to the CONDI TI ON OF
RESTRAI NT in which the Devil and his denons abi de.

You can | ook up each of these words in Strong's Concordance
for yourself. Then you will see with your OMN EYES t hat what we
said in the I esson is absolutely truel

Usi ng an exhaustive concordance is very sinple. It nmerely
requires YOUR GONG to the public Iibrary REFERENCE SECTI ON,
pul ling the concordance off the shelf and | ooking up these words
for yourself!
